Research Project Instructions
Part 1: Recording information

1. Read the instructions about how to make and use the grid.

2. Do the Practice Story about Sarah Winnemucca and fill out the grid on the back of the instruction sheet.
Part 2:  Recording information—the real thing.

3. Fill out the top of the grid with the assigned paragraph topics.

4. Fill out the grid with as much information as you can for each source

5. Be sure to record your source information in the “Resource” Box.  Write it down in the same order as you will put it on your Works Cited page. (see handout)  THIS IS EXTREMELY IMPORTANT!!!!  YOU MUST HAVE THE INFORMATION FOR THE RESOURCE YOU USED.
a. On the Works Cited Format page, there are 5 types of resources.
b. Decide which one you are using (book, encyclopedia, etc.)
c. Copy the format exactly when you record your information.
6. Get as much information as you possibly can!

Part 2:  Beginning to write your paper.

7. Read the PowerPoint notes about Plagiarism.

8. Read the paper “What is Plagiarism” and do the exercises on the back.  Check the answers and discuss them with your teacher.  It is very important that you do NOT plagiarize in your essay.

9. Read the two model essays and notice the FORMAT.  Do you see how all the information is “cited”?  This is what you need to do in your paper.  

10. Organize the information in each square of column 1 (going down) chronologically.   
11. After you organize the information, start writing.  You will need to add words because you only took bullet notes.  After you finish writing the info in the first  box, CITE YOUR SOURCE.  See the model essay for how it should look.  Continue with the next box, then cite your source.  You will have a citation after almost every sentence.  If you use two sentences in a row from the same source, you can put the citation at the end of the second sentence.
12. Continue through to the Reflection Piece:  So what?  What difference did this person make to history, to your life????  You may have a quote in here, but some of it will be your own thoughts, which you don’t need to cite.  This is your conclusion paragraph.
Other Parts:
1. Blending quotes

· Look at powerpoint handouts

· Try the worksheet following the models.
· Use these techniques in your paper.
2.  Thesis Statement & Introduction: Write this paragraph LAST!  It should relate directly to your Reflection paragraph.
· Look at powerpoint handouts
· See the handout and try to write some sample statements.

· Write at least 2 thesis statements for your historical figure.  The statement should address this question:  What impact did this person have on society today?

Sample:  Introduction: Thesis is underlined.
For many decades Blacks, Asians and other people of color were denied equal housing, employment and financial benefits for no other reason than their race, color, or creed. The work of Martin Luther King made possible the signing of the Civil Rights Act which levels the playing field for all Americans in the areas of hiring, housing and lending.

Sample 2:  

Like many readers, I love fantasy novels.  Although I had not heard of him before, David Eddings is not a new author and I am thrilled to have discovered his series of novels called The Belgariad.  The novel Belgarion, by Eddings, is a must-read for fantasy lovers because of its gripping plot, well-developed characters and important theme.

· Have someone else read your paper and use the Peer Edit Worksheet.
