	Problems and complications that make the story more interesting


	The beginning of the story: characters are introduced, setting described, conflict begins to unfold.


	The time and place in which the action of the story happens.
	The sequence of events that make up the story

	Reason for writing: entertain, inform, persuade, teach


	People, animals, or imaginary creatures that take part in the story
	Loose ends are wrapped up; story comes to a close
	The point of the story when the conflict is resolved… you know the outcome

	Story line or certain events are repeated   more than once   (three little pigs)


	Smaller plots that relate to the main plot of the story


	Writing that comes from the imagination--- not true
	A problem or struggle involving two opposing forces
