SEVEN USES OF THE NOUN OR PRONOUN

(Other grammar lingo you need to know!)

The SUBJECT of a sentence is the noun or pronoun that the sentence is about.

· The HOUSE is yellow.

The PREDICATE NOMINATIVE /PREDICATE NOUN is a noun or pronoun that follows a linking verb and refers to the subject.     

· The man is a DOCTOR.

The APPOSITIVE is a noun or pronoun that refers to another noun in the sentence, and is usually set off by commas.

· Manuel, the owner, bought the store last year.   

·  (the owner is the appositive and refers to the noun, Manuel)

The DIRECT OBJECT is a noun or pronoun that receives the action expressed by the verb, and answers the question”Who?” or “What?” after the action verb.

· The boy hit the ball.           (Ball is the direct object and received the action from the verb.  Ball         

answers the question, “What?”)

The INDIRECT OBJECT of the verb is a noun or pronoun that precedes (comes before) the direct object and tells TO WHOM OR FOR WHOM the action is done.

· Please give me the book.   ( ME is the indirect object.  It tells TO WHOM the book is given.)


· If the word “to” or “for” is used, the noun or pronoun is no longer an indirect object, but rather part of a prepositional phrase.  (Give the book to me.)

The OBJECT OF THE PREPOSTION is the noun or pronoun that ends a prepositional phrase.

· I went TO THE STORE   (To the store is the prepositional phrase.  Store is the object of the preposition—to.

The NOUN OF DIRECT ADDRESS is the person in a sentence who is being spoken to.  This noun is usually set off by a comma.

· John, have you seen my brother?
