	Compares two unlike things using a word of comparison such as like or as:

His hands were like ice.


	Language that creates pictures in your mind.
	Expressions that are not literally true, but express similarities between two things.

	When something is the opposite of what we expect


	Using a person, place or thing to represent something else.
	Giving human qualities to a nonhuman or inanimate object
	Songlike poem that tells a story of loss, betrayal, death.  Simple refrain & rhyme

	Writing that creates word pictures; appeals to the 5 senses


	Vowel  sounds are repeated
Do you fool too?


	Poem that tells a story; a series of related events
	Consonant sounds are repeated…
Six small snakes

	Does not tell a story, but expresses the personal feelings of the speaker

	Does not follow a regular rhyme scheme
	The repetition of stressed and unstressed syllables. 
	A reference to something else: culture, history, literature


	Repetition of accented vowel sounds & words following them close together in a poem

	A regular pattern of stressed and unstressed syllables

	Long narrative poem about a series of quests by a hero

	Poem with 14 lines, written in iambic pentameter
