	Compares two unlike things directly.

He heart is stone.


	Compares two unlike things using a word of comparison such as like or as:

His hands were like ice.


	Language that creates pictures in your mind.
	Expressions that are not literally true, but express similarities between two things.

	When something is the opposite of what we expect


	Using a person, place or thing to represent something else.
	Giving human qualities to a nonhuman or inanimate object
	A lengthy comparison of two things; often found in poetry

	Writing that creates word pictures; appeals to the 5 senses


	We know something that the character in the story doesn’t know


	A situation turns out to be the opposite of what we expect
	A person says one thing, but actually means the opposite

	Perspective from which a person views something


	The person telling the story
	A way of speaking that is characteristic of a certain place or group of people
	Hearing, taste, smell, sight, touch



	Doing the same thing more than once: in literature, using a word or sound more than once


	A reference to something else; usually to an aspect of culture that people share


	The way a writer uses language to express himself
